2016 Traveling Treasures “Poison!” Fact Sheet

· “Poison!” is a new traveling exhibit from the Natural History Museum of Utah that will travel to various Zions Bank locations around the state in 2016. The exhibit helps guests discover the unusual characteristics of poisonous specimens.

· The six-case lobby exhibit displays specimens from the Museum’s Biology Wet Lab. Highlights from the exhibit include: 
· A live black widow spider to observe in motion
· Toxic saliva such as snake venom 

· Common garden plants that are surprisingly poisonous  such as Foxglove
· A geography cone shell from a snail, one of the most venomous animals on Earth
· Other toxics on display include arthropods, minerals and dyes
· The exhibit also explores the history of how humans have protected themselves from poisonous elements using amulets such as “snakestones” (fossil ammonites) to cure snakebites and “tonguestones” (fossil shark teeth) to neutralize poisons in drinks. 
· “Poison!” is part of the long-standing Traveling Treasures partnership between the Natural History Museum of Utah and Zions Bank to bring Museum collections and objects into communities across the state. This is the 18th year for the Traveling Treasures program.
· “Poison!” travels to a new location every month. It will be on display at Zions Bank locations in 11 communities statewide for 2016:
